 ■  Titles of articles, internal pages of a website, video clips and images are enclosed in quotation marks
 ■  Annotations provide a description to inform the reader of the relevance and quality of the source.

It was predicted that nearly 800,000 people would need food aid in the months after the tsunami.  It also discusses the death toll reported at the time, the issues relief workers were having, and the plans to revive the devastated area. 
Fay, Michael.  “Land of the Surfing Hippos.”  National Geographic  Aug. 2004:  100+.  Print. 
       The author discusses his 2,000 mile walk across Gabon and how his efforts to document Africa’s flora and fauna led to the creation of thirteen national parks.
Garcia, Jesus, et al.  Creating America:  A History of the United States.  Boston: McDougal Littell.  2001.  Print.   This book provided background information on America’s involvement in World War Two.
